
 SCHOOL TRIP – NAPOLI, POMPEII 

For the 2nd, 3rd and 4th classes of high schools of all Europe. 
 
   1st day (Saturday): Arrival at the international airport of Napoli-Capodichino from 

the various european capitals and at the Stazione Centrale for the students from 

Roma. Transfer in the “Bella Napoli” hostel and check in. Lunch bag. In the 

afternoon there is the visit at the Museo Archeologico Nazionale (National 

Archeological Museum) of Napoli, which has one of the richest heritage of Italy. Free 

time after the visit, in the streets of the Neapolitan city and dinner in a typical 

Napoli's pizzeria. Overnight stay in hostel. 
 

 
   2nd day (Sunday):  Breakfast in hostel. Visit at the Maschio Angioino, the biggest 

Neapolitan castle, at the Palazzo Reale (Royal Palace), the Borbone's estate and at 

Castel dell'Ovo, tied to the legend that says that the latin poet Virgilio hid in the 

prisons of the building an egg to protect the stronghold and its collapse would have 

provoked the stronghold and the entire city's fall. Lunch bag, free time in the 

afternoon and in the early evening leaving for the Stazione Centrale for Pompei. 

Arrival and check-in in the “Pompei Hostel Deluxe” hostel. Overnight stay. 
 

  
   3rd day (Monday): Breakfast in hostel. Escursion at the Vesuvio, one of the few 

Volcanos still active in Europe, that with its eruption in the 79 A.D. destroyed the 

cities of Pompeii and Ercolano. Lunch bag. In the afternoon visit at the archeological 

ruins of Pompeii, one of the most important Roman sites in the worlds and vist at the 

Pontificio Santuario (pontificial shrine). Dinner in restaurant and free evening.   



 
   4th day (Tuesday): Visit, with private pullman of the hostel, of the Amalfitan Coast 

and the cities of Amalfi and Positano, one of the most coveted destinations of the 

international tourism. Dinner in restaurant and evening dedicated to the entertainment 

in the Pompeii's locals. Overnight stay.
